on p.136. After looking through at all the flower potsin the book and finding no matches, then looking all over the
internet yielded no matches, | surmised it was in actuality the beater crock.Reamers are also ambiguously described,
no dimensions are given, photography also lacks multiple views - -It al'so only hints at what might indicate
reproduction pieces.To sum up, | won't be returning the book, but it leaves a collector, who in 2014, requires more
information other than a picture and ablurb, as | said before, cranky.Then again, maybeit's just me, lol.6 of 6 people
found the following review helpful.
