Jean Desprs (18891980) was an Art Deco
designer who captured the streamlined, modern aesthetic of the age of the machine and transformed it into objects of
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great beauty. As ayoung man, Desprs became acquainted with avant-garde artists in Paris, including Modigliani, de
Chirico, and Braque, and, after the outbreak of war in 1914, he worked on the industrial design of airplanes. He later
transferred this experience and inspiration to his familys jewelry business, where he became known for hisinnovative
geometric patterns.
