materials and tools, the book is divided into color-coded sections. Each section begins by giving the reader an 
overview of a particular technique. These instructions are followed by a combination of projects and gallery designs. 

The diagrams are large and clear and the step-by-step instructions are easy to follow. The projects are bold and 
inspiring. Theoretically, a reader could complete some of the projects with only thread, beading needles, and seed 

beads. Ms. Wells encourages the reader to try substitutions for materials and explore design options, but if you follow 
the instructions as written, you will need some specialized tools, beads, and findings.Beginning beaders may find the 
instructions too cursory and the projects overwhelming. Also, although the full title of the book is "The Art Elegance 

of Beadweaving - New Jewelry Designs with Classic Stitches", many of the projects focus on making beads or vessels
