Thisworthy publication documents the choice piecesin the
British Museum's collection. They date from 1751-83 and many of the items originate from the 1923 donation of Mr
and Mrs Frank Lloyd.After abrief article concerning Worcester porcelain there are well annotated illustrations of 101
pieces from the collection; plates, teapots, vases, cups, dishes, bowlsjugs and 2 examples of rarely produced figures.
There are 23 transfer printed items. To my inexpert eyes the porcelain examples are very attractive and appear to be of
ahigh standard. It must be noted that compared to the renowned Zorensky collection (Antique Collectors Club) the
variety and quality seemsto be of alesser grade. Nevertheless this beautifully printed book with full page color
photographs of each item is warmly recommended to porcelain enthusiasts.P.S. The Zorensky collection was
auctioned off by Bonhams afew years back.
