This definition excludes
doubles and mass made miniatures of the principle military rifles such as Martini, Comblain, and rolling block,
although he has limited coverage of afew of these when well crafted examples are available to him. He further limits
the discussion to those in the principle RR cartridges such as 380 320 Long, 360 No.5, 300(295), and 297/250. This
class of rifle was killed off by the .22 rimfires.He often gives a short but nice biography of the founders of the firms
which made these rifles. He also takes time to describe technical details including patent dates, but he relies on photos
