But there
was quite a bit of general coin history and information that was not specific to the Denver Mint. Also there seemed to
be alot of filler - there are recipies, there are full-page pictures of coins that are not specific to the Denver Mint, and
the endnotes were printed in the same large type as the rest of the book(in a majority of other books, end-notes arein
small, closely spaced print). Overall the interesting material in this book directly relevant to the hisotry of the Denver
Mint would have made a solid, interesting booklet. Attempting to stretch this material into a 173 page book did
disserviceto the interesting data on the Denver Mint that got lost among the clutter / filler.
