but there are also photos of his tables, baby rockers/cradles and early furniture. The book is easy to read. The 
sentences are not verbose nor are they staccato.But, the author seems to catalog every single show, large or small, that 
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Mr. Maloof's work was exhibited in. (Apparently Mr. Maloof's wife, Freda, collected volumes of memorabilia about 
her husband' career.) Being a woodworker, I was also very intersted in technical details, but this book is somewhat
