Too many books on this topic confuse what's appeared in western fiction and films as the most
significant and definitive guns of the west, particularly the Colt 1873 Single Action Army and 1866/1873 Winchester
44-40 rifles. Walter shows how chaotic and broad the mix was including the European-made arms that were
substantially exported into the Wild West (Webley, Adams, Enfield, etc.). It's atremendous reference book for serious
collectors, historians, appraisers, gunsmiths, and historians albeit it lacks the big pretty pictures of so many competing
volumes.
